Private Photography and Darkroom Tutoring 
with Nancy J. Ori

This unique and personalized approach to learning photography is designed for the beginning or intermediate student who wants to expand their understanding of the craft and to work more creatively with their film or digital camera or in the darkroom.  The goal is to refine individual style while exploring the skills necessary to make expressive photographs.  The content will be tailored to individual needs and interests.  Each student will progress at his or her own pace through discussions, demonstrations, darkroom sessions and/or critiques.  This tutorial style can take you further and faster in the direction that you want to go photographically and be flexible to accommodate your busy schedule.  Sessions are scheduled at our convenience.  

The instructor, Nancy J. Ori, has over 35 years experience as a professional photographer, teacher and darkroom technician, as well as being a widely exhibited fine art photographer.  Founder and Director of the New Jersey Photography Forum and Digital Arts Group at the Visual Arts Center of New Jersey in Summit, Ori is on the faculty of VAC and has taught at the Ansel Adams Workshop in CA, numerous art and museum facilities locally and the Watchung Adult School.  For 17 years, Nancy has lead a series of workshops each year in Cape May during the spring and over the last several years has also run destination workshops in the fall to locations like Santa Fe, France and Italy.

Tutorial 1:  for Film or Digital Shooters  This tutorial consists of 8 hours of instruction and does not include materials.  Students can break up the 8 hours however they like.  They should have a particular project or direction in mind that can be handled through discussions, demonstrations or critiques. Typical topics could include camera operation, lighting, portraiture, portfolio development, preparing for an exhibition, print finishing, developing the basic skills necessary to go professional, how to promote your work, etc. Fee: $350. or $50/hour plus travel.
Tutorial 2:  Introductory and Intermediate Darkroom for the Film Photographer  These sessions are 2 ½ hours in length with 10 hours total.  It includes chemistry and demonstrations of all darkroom techniques necessary to print your own black and white photographs.  Fee: $450.   
Independent darkroom time: $15. per hour, includes basic black and white chemistry for printing. For experienced darkroom people only.
Tutorial 3: On Location with Film or Digital  This is a single session tutorial for 1-4 participants per session. You choose your time of the year, your location and your preference for: field work including instruction in light, composition, exposure, point of view discussions, close-ups, etc.  These will be customized location workshops tailored to your specific needs and interests. The price of the workshop will be determined by the duration, location (including travel expenses, hotel, airfare, etc.), use of equipment, supplies and number of participants. This tutorial can be done locally or at a destination of your choice. Talk to your friends and contact Nancy with your ideas to get a cost estimate. 
Tutorial 4: Portfolio Development for College or Art School Applications and Reviews  

I have been doing these sessions to help students with their college and art school applications for several years.  It includes meeting with the student and parents to develop a plan, critiquing their artwork, selecting pieces, recommending new work, and developing a complete portfolio. Recommendations for purchase of all necessary materials and presentation boxes will be made. Professional mounting and matting of all artwork, roll playing the interview and making slides/digital files for the final application is all part of the process.  Met with success on every occasion, it’s all about presentation.  Even the non-art student who might have a hobby in photography can win.  With the competition that exists today to get into the desired schools, students need every competitive edge they can get. They may have similar grades and scores as every other student applying for one available slot.  If they arrive at the interview with a fantastic presentation of photographs and/or artwork, they are the ones that will be selected.  I have seen it happen again and again.  Fee: $450 for 10 hrs, materials not included.
